INCIDENT SITUATION

Just before 3am on November 22, 2006, a pair of explosions sent a ball of flames into the air and ignited a 10-alarm fire at
a solvent and ink manufacturing plant. The fire and explosion leveled the chemical plant and damaged more than 90
nearby buildings and the blast was described to have the force of a 2,000 pound bomb. Firefighters from over 30
surrounding cities responded to the scene. The Chemical Safety Board was initially concerned about toxic fumes, but air
samples tested negative. Ten people were injured and area residents were displaced from their homes for several days.
Many roads in the area of the chemical plant were shut down for the duration of the fire and the Massachusetts
Emergency Management Agency reported that The City of Danvers declared a local state of emergency. Other side
effects included power outages and the failure of The City of Peabody’s 911 system.

NC4 COVERAGE
