INCIDENT SITUATION  
A lone gunman on the campus of Virginia Tech shot and killed 32 students and teachers, making it the deadliest shooting 
in U.S. history.  At 7:15 am EDT, police responded to a shooting incident involving two persons at West Ambler Johnson 
dorm.  Approximately two hours later, police received word of a second shooting incident across campus in Norris Hall, 
where the gunman chained the three main entrances closed and proceeded to kill thirty-two students and teachers. The 
gunman, Cho Seung-Hui, shot and killed himself as police entered the building. Governor Tim Kaine declared a State of 
Emergency as a response to the shooting, allowing state resources to be freed up.
